e How much State Office space & how much private? —
3500 jobs from the state— 700,000 to 800,000 square
feet

e Market study is almost complete.

e The idea is to design the project to be flexible for the
future.

e Alternative for Dolphin and Bolton has a lot of merit.

e Changes to Dolphin and Bolton have not been
included in the plan for now because of strong input
from the 1200 block of Bolton.

e Concerns over the impact of construction on Bolton
Hill.

e We want the plan to work for everyone. The team
would be happy to meet with Bolton Hill to address
any issues if they are interested in the alternative.

e Could widen Bolton median as an alternative. Not
something that would be part of the State Center
project.



e State Center wants the traffic — concerns about traffic
being diverted onto Dolphin

people who want to go to 83 or North Ave would be
less likely to cut through because of better access via
Chase & Mt. Royal

e Preference for the Bolton St. Alternative — Consider 1
way on 29t east and one way west on Dolphin

e The development does not depend on the Bolton St.
change

¢ Feels that the project is too dense and is at the wrong
scale for the surrounding neighborhood — there has not
been enough market currently — Over ambitious. —
Grocery tenants preferred MLK to Bolton Yards
because of the traffic (ICSC)

e Transit oriented but talking about traffic — Traffic system
is broken but so is mass transit

e Mixed use is important to add life — otherwise it is an
office park

. Good |dea to keep th Bolton & Dolphin alternatives as
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e There are other alternatives for Dolphin that could be
addressed

e Wants to be able to cross Dolphin it is very unpleasant

e What is the development for the Bolton St. Alternative?
— Low-rise residential

e What are options for east portion of Armory site?

e State would like to add density for TOD but wants to
